STEERING COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 13, 2009
CALL TO ORDER 

Co-Chairs Fannie Louise Maddux and James Victor convened a special meeting of the Christian County Education Coalition Steering Committee in Academic Building Conference Room 158 at Hopkinsville Community College at 4:34 p.m. on Tuesday, January 13, 2009.

Besides Co-Chairs Maddux and Victor, other members in attendance were Mike Freels, Anita Hopson, Mayor Dan Kemp (left at 5:43 p.m.), Brady Link, Dr. Jim Selbe, Roberto Serrano, Karen Shields, Betsy Shelton (left at 5:39 p.m.), Julia Stewart, and Dr. Kris Williams.

Committee Co-Chairs in attendance were Angie Major (arrived at 4:38pm; left at 5:32 p.m.) and Andrew Self (left at 5:32 p.m.).  Facilitators in attendance were Regan Huneycutt, Nikki Radford, and Becki Wells.  Also in attendance were Alex Krohn (left at 5:32 p.m.) and Janie Tomek.

MINUTES – NOVEMBER 25, 2008 & JANUARY 5, 2009

Mayor Kemp moved to approve the November 25, 2008 and January 5, 2009 minutes; seconded by Dr. Selbe.  All members present voted aye.
COMMUNITY EDUCATION SUMMIT COMMITTEE REPORT

During discussion regarding future events, the consensus was good progress had been made toward the awareness mission and smaller gatherings should be developed with specific action-oriented goals such as increasing parental involvement and improving legislative lobbying.  Instead of planning a third summit within the next year, the group discussed hosting meetings or series of meetings with singular topics like gifted and talented education, special education, and behavior in schools.  The group requested the Future Activities Committee review the options and make a recommendation.  Mrs. Maddux suggested sending a broadcast to CCEC membership to survey preferred topics and formats.  Ms. Tomek noted many would like to hear more from Dr. Akins.  Mayor Kemp suggested starting a Speakers Bureau to take Jamie Vollmer’s message to Kiwanis, Rotary, and other community organizations.  Ms. Huneycutt added the importance of starting a grassroots marketing campaign to change public perception by sharing good news in education.  The group also discussed impressions of the latest summit.  
Budget – Ms. Wells reported bills were just beginning to come in, so more detailed accounting would become available later.

Call to Action Responses – Mrs. Maddux requested these be compiled in time for the next meeting.
Evaluation Responses – Ms. Radford reported 170 evaluations were submitted with tabulated results included in today’s packet.

Breakout Questions – Mrs. Maddux requested questions and answers be compiled by school personnel in time for the next meeting.
Thank You Letters – Mrs. Maddux circulated a thank you letter template for signature.  Ms. Radford indicated letters would be finalized and sent from the Mayor’s office within the week.
Website – Ms. Radford confirmed video footage and handouts from the 2009 summit would be available online by January 30th.
Publicity/Promotions – No changes were suggested.
Registration – No changes were suggested considering space constraints.
Speakers – No changes were suggested.
Logistics – Ms. Shelton suggested rotating moderators at future summits.  Ms. Wells indicated future summits should be scheduled further into January to avoid holiday advertising and school closing conflicts.  Mr. Link noted the event could be scheduled as a mandatory professional development day; however, that would require a larger venue to accommodate all school staff.
REPORT ON PiE, VOLUNTEER EXPERIENCES IN THE SCHOOLS & LIST OF VOLUNTEERS IN SCHOOLS
Under questioning by Mrs. Maddux regarding whether there was a list available of all individuals volunteering in Christian County Public Schools, Ms. Huneycutt explained there was no central system; rather, information was maintained by each school.  She indicated awaiting school volunteer needs from each principal as requested in December.  In the meantime, Ms. Huneycutt and Ms. Wells were developing letters to businesses.  School-to-business matches would be made once school requests and business preferences were received.  Ms. Huneycutt also requested to hear from anyone who had not heard back on their background check.  Mayor Kemp and Ms. Shelton indicated they had not heard.
FUTURE ACTIVITIES COMMITTEE REPORT
This item was discussed during the Community Education Summit report.
NOMINATING COMMITTEE REPORT: STEERING COMMITTEE MEMBERSHIP

Mrs. Maddux reported the nominating committee proposed the following individuals in order of preference: Tom Bell, Levi Peterson, and Arthur Pendleton.  After some discussion, Mayor Kemp moved to authorize Mrs. Maddux to contact these individuals in the order presented regarding filling the unexpired term of Rev. Buddy Slaughter; seconded by Ms. Hopson.  There being no further discussion, all members present voted aye.
DISCUSS NEED FOR PUBLIC UNDERSTANDING RE: ADVANCED CLASSES AND GT STUDENTS

Ms. Wells reported several parents were interested in forming a local KAGE chapter.  Dr. Selbe indicated this item would be on the next P16 Council agenda.  
CIPL-STEM APPLICATIONS

Mrs. Maddux reported the next round of classes would be held in Louisville and then again in Bowling Green the following year.  She noted it was unlikely more than two participants would be selected from Christian County each year.  Ms. Huneycutt requested information to make available in schools.  Mrs. Maddux indicated information may be available at the CIPL link on the Prichard Committee website.
NEXT CCEC BROADCAST

Mrs. Maddux indicated the next broadcast should include the Focus Forum and information on the 2009 summit.  She noted another broadcast would include breakout session questions and answers.  Ms. Huneycutt suggested a broadcast also include the post-summit press release.
NEXT STEERING COMMITTEE MEETING

Mrs. Maddux reminded the group the next meeting was scheduled for 5:00 p.m. on February 10, 2009 at HCC Academic Building Room 158.

OTHER

Mrs. Maddux and Dr. Selbe reported on a meeting with the Cadiz Rotary Club on how the consensus was reached to have a summit in Christian County and initiatives that could be accomplished regionally.  
Mrs. Maddux reported reviewing several CIPL/STEM projects nearing completion.  Ms. Wells indicated projects would be formally presented at upcoming events.

There being no further business to come before the Coalition, Mayor Kemp moved to adjourn; seconded by Mr. Serrano.  Mrs. Maddux declared the meeting adjourned at 5:56 p.m.
