ROLL CALL

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Councilman Atkins moved to approve the minutes of the December 17, 2009 regular meeting; seconded by Councilman McCarley.  All members voted aye.

ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS 
Elect Chairman
Mr. Cotthoff opened the floor for nominations.  Councilman Henderson nominated Councilman Ahart to serve as Chairman; seconded by Councilman Henson.  Councilman Atkins moved to cease nominations; seconded by Councilman Brooks.  All members voted aye.  Mr. Cotthoff announced by acclamation Councilman Ahart was named chairman.
Insurance Update
Wynn Radford, Higgins Insurance, reviewed the City’s property, casualty, and workers’ comp insurance programs.  Mack Major, Higgins Insurance, reviewed activity of the Hopkinsville Employee Heath Trust.
Roof Replacement and Sharing of Expenses with County Government on West 7th Public Works Property
Mr. Abee discussed the cost of needed roof repairs on the old Street Department Building which was currently occupied by Weather Spotters.  He also presented options for sharing ownership and costs of the building with Christian County with a long term lease to Weather Spotters.  Councilman Henderson moved to forward a recommendation to City Council to authorize deeding one-half interest in the property to Christian County and enter a 25 year lease with Weather Spotters; seconded by Councilman Henson.  Following discussion, all members voted aye.  Councilman Brooks then made a motion to forward a municipal order to Council authorizing one-half of roof replacement costs be transferred from the interfund transfer account contingent upon Christian County sharing the cost; seconded by Councilman Bell.  Following discussion, all members voted aye.

Chairman Ahart noted Department Quarterly Reports were included in the packet.

Councilmen Henson, Grimes, and Schlegel gave updates on agencies/boards on which they serve.

CW0952 False Alarm Statistics 
Chief Howie reviewed a PowerPoint presentation on false alarm calls and associated costs.  He also reviewed proposed language for an ordinance.  Councilman Fernandez moved to forward an ordinance to City Council; seconded by Councilman Schlegel.  Following discussion, all members voted aye.   
NEW BUSINESS

CW1001 Recreational Trails Program Grant (Walking Trails) 
CW1002 Land & Water Conservation Fund Grant (Restroom Facility)
Mr. Bourne reviewed a PowerPoint presentation outlining use of a Recreational Trails Program Grant to construct a walking bridge between Westside Park and a proposed passive park on Pardue Lane and using a Land & Water Conservation Fund Grant to construct a restroom facility at the passive park on Pardue Lane.  Councilman Brooks moved to forward a municipal order to City Council authorizing the grant applications; seconded by Councilman Schlegel.  Following discussion, all members present voted aye.  (Councilman Schlegel stepped out of the room when the vote was taken.)  
CW1003 ICREZ Multi Family Developer Incentives Package 
Prior to his presentation Mr. Bourne noted they were not looking for a formal recommendation tonight.  He reviewed the proposed Inner-City REZ multi family developer incentives package.  Following discussion and recommended changes by the Committee, Councilman Brooks moved to table this item; seconded by Councilman Cherry.  There being no discussion, all members voted aye.    
CW1004 ICREZ Single Family Developer Incentives Package 
Mr. Bourne discussed the Inner-City REZ single family developer incentives packages.  Councilman Schlegel moved to forward to City Council a municipal order adopting the package; seconded by Councilman Cherry.  Following discussion, there was a consensus of the Committee to change the minimum developments of five or more contiguous lots to three.  There being no further discussion, all members voted aye.

Councilman Atkins mentioned the recent death of former Hopkinsville Police Officer Roger Robinson who was injured in the line of duty in 1995.
